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New Keyword Search Capability

Through the use of Google’s search function technology, users are now able
to do keyword search lookups of all documents, including past Owners’ Circle
articles in “pdf” format, educational materials under the Thoroughbred
Ownership and Education tabs, and documentation files under Issues and
Policies. The keyword search box can be found in the upper right-hand cor-
ner of the website. It is easy to use: simply type in a keyword and click on the
“search” box. If, for instance, you want information on workers compensation
insurance, simply type “workers compensation” in the search box and click the
“submit” button. Results from your a search are shown above. Then simply
click on the link to the document you would like to view.

Interactive Technology
The website has taken on a more interactive touch as well. In the center of

the homepage you will find the Quarter
Poll banner, where you can cast your
vote on a current survey question.
These survey questions provide TOC
leadership valuable membership input
on important industry issues. Once
you have voted on the survey question
by clicking the appropriate radio but-
ton, you can view the updated survey
results.
